Our setting is child friendly, with low 

level sinks and toilets. It is well equipped with a wide range of educational resources including climbing 

frames, role play areas, a sand pit, mud kitchen, tree house, shop and construction area.

We offer a range of stimulating activities, both indoor and outside, designed to meet your child’s individual 
needs and interests.

Literacy, Mathematics, Expressive Arts and Design and Understanding of the World.

Each child has an allocated key person to support their needs and record their ‘learning journey’ which 
provides you with a full picture of their time with us. We always have time to speak with parents/carers 

and provide regular opportunities to meet with key persons to share progress, achievements and any 

concerns.

ADMISSIONS POLICY 

(application form cont.) 

Admissions 

We accept children from 2.5 years. We run term time only - 38 weeks of the year, please see our term dates calendar. 

To register please fill in an application form via our website or from the office. 

We are registered for: 

Free For Two funding 

15 hours Working Families Entitlement for 2 year olds  

15 hours Universal free childcare funding for 3 and 4 year olds 

30 hours extended childcare funding. 

Tax free childcare 

 

In the event of over subscription within this age band, we will then consider the following criteria: 

 

1) Whether the child has had an older sibling within the Nursery School 

 

2) Date at which the application was received. 

 

3) The proximity to the Nursery School of the home address. 

 

When children become eligible to receive Free Early Education (i.e. the term after their third birthday) and 

as soon as spaces become available within the nursery school, we will offer children up to 10 funded 

sessions for eligible families.  If your child also attends another provision and you are already claiming 

your full entitlement, it may not be possible to offer more sessions at All Saints.  Priority will be given to 

children who are not yet receiving their full entitlement of up to 10 free sessions. 

 

We try, whenever possible to be flexible about attendance patterns to accommodate the needs of individual 

children and their families.
